(ELF) teaching, which focuses on the implementation of the teaching procedures of motivating, enabling and
assessing, and tests its teaching effectiveness. The subjects are 29 students majored in one of the characteristic
disciplines in a 211 key university. Based on the analysis of teaching and learning situations, the author carried
out the POA teaching practice for one semester. The findings reveal that POA-based ELF teaching helps to
enhance the teaching effectiveness of college English, boost the students’ self-confidence, and increase their
intelligibility in international communication.

Abstract: Based on the theoretical framework of Production-oriented Approach for using and evaluating
teaching materials, this paper aims to evaluate Going Global in terms of appropriate productive objectives
and effective enabling activities from teachers’ perspective.

from five teachers and analyzed the relevant teaching materials provided by them. The results show that Going
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Global manifests the notion of the evaluation framework of POA teaching materials. Specifically, the textbook
has strong driven method, rich content and context. Teaching objectives are classified into logical subobjectives.
Meanwhile, the input materials accurately reflect output objectives, and the textbook provides diversified
activities. One possible demerit lies in the lack of difficulty gradation in different units even though the whole
series of textbooks clearly differ in difficulty degree. Therefore, teachers should adjust and complement textbook
contents in the teaching practice.
